HGV Strategy: Permit System

Cornerstone of HGV Management Strategy,
ensures service requirements in cordon area are
catered for

Also provides information for DCC regarding
premises’ use of 5+ axle vehicles

DCC are authorised to issue permits to allow 5+
axle HGVs in the cordon for registered premises

Online system used to apply for permits
(www.hgv.ie) and register premises

Permits are issued per day payable up to 14
days in advance

HGV Strategy: Permit System (2)

Load/Unload and Transit permits

Permits to allow HGVs to make up to 5
stops to unload/unload within the cordon

Premises mitigation plans compared to
actual usage of vehicles as recorded by
permits issued

HGV Strategy: Eastlink Rebate

DCC operate a rebate scheme for affected vehicles

There are 83 companies registered on the system to
date

€385,108 has been claimed to end of October
(€42789 per month on average)

NTR provided special report for rebate claims
