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SECOND BESTUFS WORKSHOP

This second BESTUFS workshop took place
in Brussels on 27 September 2000 at POLIS
facilities, having as its topic "City access,
parking regulations and access time
restrictions and enforcement support". The
focus of this issue is to provide a brief
overview on the city access
measures/regulations in different European
cities presented on this workshop. More
detailed information are available on the
BESTUFS web page www.bestufs.net. A
brief summary is given below.

The session, under the title “Access
restrictions for goods transport in urban
areas”, highlighted the following points about
city access and restrictions/regulations:

Mr. Søren B. Jensen from the city of
Copenhagen gave the first presentation. The
main objective of the city distribution
concept of Copenhagen is to increase the
capacity of the lorries and vans entering the
city centre. To do so the municipality
established, together with the transport
companies, a voluntary scheme with
features such as 10 loading zones
exclusively reserved for the participating
companies, which committed themselves to
a usage of at least 60% of every vehicle’s
capacity over a 3-month period, and to sign
up every vehicle between 2 and 18 tonnes
circulating in the area.

Mr. Rob Weiss, from the Forum for Physical
Distribution in Urban Areas (PSD) in the
Netherlands, explained the functioning of
such a Forum, which gathers together
representatives from administration and
operating companies to achieve
improvement of the accessibility of urban

areas and harmonisation of timeframe
restrictions as some of its goals.

Mr. Guillermo Montero (Proinca, Spain)
explained the specific situation in Cordoba
and Seville concerning urban freight
transport. Several strategic solutions for
these cities were presented such as the
implementation of a freight zone
classification and city access according to
weight regulation for Cordoba or the
introduction of non peak hour and night time
deliveries in Seville.

Mrs. Laetitia Dablanc (GART, France) and
Mr. Marco Monticelli (IVECO, Italy)
presented their approach to transport
vehicles and city access regulations. Priority
issues concerning the integration of the
urban freight regulations with other policies,
such as information policies and the need
for co-operation between authorities and
urban distribution actors for harmonisation,
simplification and long-term stability of
regulations as well as the integration with
other goods transport related regulations or
public measures has been worked out.

Mr. Axel Eisele (GVZ, Germany) presented
results from the IDIOMA project, particularity
with regard to the access situation in
Nürnberg. Whithin the IDIOMA project
multimodal 1/3 swap bodies vehicles
propelled by rape-seed fuel are being used
to demonstrate an innovative approach to
city distribution.

Mr. Ulrich Jost (City of Bremen, Germany)
presented the Integrative Transport Planning
(IVP) concept of Bremen, having as one
feature the implementation of a truck
guidance network. A further development
option of this network is the implementation
of a satellite-based truck navigation systems
that was part of the EC funded project
VIKING.
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Mr. Vito Contursi (City of Genoa, Italy)
explained the MUFT (Management of Urban
Freight Transport) project that concerns the
planning of different activities on urban
freight transport in Italian cities. The analysis
is done using two different approaches by
area and by goods. Within a target area, an
analysis of the routes used and the
companies operating in that selected area is
carried out. Also, on a goods level, the
volume, typology, transport demand and
transport supply are analysed.

Mrs. Laetitia Dablanc presented the revised
city access and delivery regulations for
Paris, effective since 6 September 1999. 3
categories related to the use of “road space”
(in m2) from trucks regulate the city access
for goods transport in Paris. Among others
further principles of the Paris regulation are
to favour night deliveries and to increase the
loading/unloading zones.

Mr. Mats Fager (City of Stockholm, Sweden)
presented the access regulations in
Stockholm, based on environmental zones.
Distribution vehicles powered by Diesel
must belong to a certain environmental class
to be allowed access to the environmental
zone. Also no vehicles heavier than 3.5
tonnes during the night time (22 to 06 hours)
and longer than 12 meters are allowed to
access the inner city.

Finally, Mr. Marcel Rommerts (DG TREN)
presented the CIVITAS initiative, supported
by the Key Action Economic and Efficient
Energy of the “Energie” Programme and the
Key Action Sustainable Mobility and
Intermodality of the “Growth” Programme.
